The Ministry of Defence use the TV production facilities at
Huyton Creative Learning Centre as part of the development of
Europe’ s largest elearning programme. The programme has
been launched under the banner of the MoDs Defence Learning
Portal which will enable them to use leading edge technology to
deliver world class training in the largest and most exciting
project of itskind in Europe. The DLP includes learning
management information and an environment for storing,
managing and devel oping reusable elearning coursework. It will
be available to everyone in the MoD, both military and civilian
with a potential user base of 300,000 by 2010. The am wasto
use the technology at Huyton CL C to record videos which will
form part of aDVD explaining all about the DLP and how it was
devel oped.

The Spirit of the Jaguar activities are a tremendous learning
adventure and allow the children to take advantage of a number
of innovative technologies to improve their knowledge of
unexplored Bolivia and the wetlands of Brazil. As part of their
research children were able, via satellite technology, to talk to
“real explorers’ (including Damian Allen, Executive Director of
Children’s Services) in Brazil on a daily basis. The explorers
then search out the answers to questions the children put to them
and feedback through a variety of technologies including the
video link, text, email and satellite mobile phone. Children’s
author and teacher, Simon Chapman, keeps the children up to
date with his progress in Bolivia with overnight voice updates
The curriculum focussed on many of the requirements for Key
Stage 2/3 including literacy, geography, ICT, maths and art.
Parents were also keen to engage in the activities by attending
viewings of presentations prepared by their children on ideas to
develop sustainable tourism, designs for a school in the region
and ways to preserve the wildlife and habitat of the Pantanal.

Knowsley City Learning Centers were recognised in the
Groundwork Merseyside 21 Environmental Awardsin
February 2006. The awards are designed to acknowledge,
promote and encourage environmental excellence by
communities, schools and businesses. The Spirit of the Jaguar
project was shortlisted in the Pauline M ounsdell Changing
Lives category which recognizes initiatives to help people live
more sustainable lives through training, awareness campaigns,
networking or practical action.

Kirkby CLC

All of therooms at Kirkby CLC on aregular basis. Early in 05-06 PC Plant and Information Station
were transformed into a wireless learning environment this meant that we could not offer afull
capacity for this room but since the upgrades were completed during September both rooms have been
used on aregular basis.

Room Usage Kirkby
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Whiston & Prescot CLC

We have continued to upgrade the furniture and technology in Whiston & Prescot CLC, with
substantial changes to Techno Lab and Giga Tron which will allow us to accommodate larger numbers
of learnersin a more flexible learning environment. This has however affected capacity. Due to the
size of Brain Wave this room is not used to capacity but we have been working with local schoolsto
offer thisfacility to teach smaller groups of learners using the mobile technology the centre can offer.
This has proved popular with revision groups and the room usage has increased during 2006.

Whiston CLC Usage
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Huyton CLC

Several rooms at Huyton CLC are used to full capacity on aregular basis. During the summer of 05
06 we altered the layout of C@ption which allows the space to be split into three learning
environments and this has increased the demand for the room. We experienced some downtime in the
Green Screen during December/ January whilst some of the kit was upgraded meaning we could only
offer alimited service for this facility. Since the upgrade has been completed the room isused on a
regular basis.

Huyton CLC Usage
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Overall Centre Usage

The chart below shows the overall usage and capacity across the Centres over the period 05 — 06.
Huyton CLC shows a usage pattern around 90% for this financial year. Kirkby CLC has a steady usage
pattern with usage at 80%, upgrades to PC Planet and Information Station has affected this and since
the work has been completed these rooms are used regularly to capacity. Whiston has an average
capacity of around 63 % and is showing a steady increase since we have completed the necessary
upgrades as identified in Capital Development Plan 05-06. All centres experienced substantial down
time during August 05 after our successful Spirit of The Jaguar summer school al of the centres
undertook essential upgrades which limited capacity.

Usage Vs Capacity
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Study Support

The Centres offer study support classes to students from all partnership schools. The figures below
show the number of regular attendees to these sessions. The study support sessions have become very
successful and as a result the Centres have employed tutors to support a variety of specialist activities.
These sessions are available five days aweek at Kirkby and four days for each of Huyton and Whiston
and Prescot. We have also extended our opening hours at Huyton CLC to specifically support alocal
school in preparation for the GCSE examinations.
